July 3, 2016 “Independence Cost” Ephesians 6:10-18
We should be independent from the things of this world and totally dependent

on God!

2 Corinthians 10:3-5 For though we walk in the flesh, we are not waging war
according to the flesh. For the weapons of our warfare are not of the flesh but have
divine power to destroy strongholds. We destroy arguments and every lofty opinion
raised against the knowledge of God, and take every thought captive to obey Christ,
Psalm 91:1-16 He who dwells in the shelter of the Most High will abide in the shadow
of the Almighty. I will say to the LorD, "My refuge and my fortress, my God, in whom I
trust.” For he will deliver you from the snare of the fowler and from the deadly
pestilence. He will cover you with his pinions, and under his wings you will find refuge;
his faithfulness is a shield and buckler. You will not fear the terror of the night, nor the
arrow that flies by day, ...

1 Peter 5:8 Be sober-minded; be watchful. Your adversary the devil prowls around like
a roaring lion, seeking someone to devour.

James 4:7 Submit yourselves therefore to God. Resist the devil, and he will flee from
you.

Deuteronomy 28:7 "The LorRD will cause your enemies who rise against you to be
defeated before you.

Isaiah 54:17 No weapon that is fashioned against you shall succeed, and you shall
confute every tongue that rises against you in judgment. This is the heritage of the
servants of the LORD and their vindication from me, declares the LorD.”

2 Kings 6:15-19 When the servant of the man of God rose early in the morning and
went out, behold, an army with horses and chariots was all around the city. And the
servant said, “Alas, my master!

Romans 6:6 We know that our old self was crucified with him in order that the body of
sin might be brought to nothing, so that we would no longer be enslaved to sin.
